Marketing Support:

Administrative Assistant:

If you'd be willing to come in one or two days a week and help with administrative duties like filing,
answering phones, preparing materials for meetings, and helping keep our office in order, it would help
the society grow in new and exciting ways. You'd make your own schedule and get to see Maitland
Historical Society’s operations from the inside out!

Waterhouse Gardner:

This assignment will allow
you to assist the historical society in small doses. You will work only a few weeks prior to each exhibition
opening, take a break, and then resume working again when its time for another exhibition.

Event Staff: Would you like to help out the Maitland Historical Society, but don’t have a lot of time on your
hands? Join our event staff! You'll be notified of upcoming one time only volunteer events through out
the year. Events include: the City of Maitland’s Party in the Park and Fall Festivals, local Rotary Arts
Festivals, and the Children’s Art Festival, the MHS Auction, Girl Scout programs, and much more!

Educational Staff: Do you like to work with children? Would you be interested in making a difference in a
child’s future? Then our education staff is the place for you. Periodically through out the year we have
children visit the museum for Hats and Teas, a Victorian Tea Party which includes a tour of the
Waterhouse, or Carpentry Crew, which is a program that allows students to tour the carpentry shop
museum and build their own toolbox or birdhouse. We always need help with these programs: setting
up, tearing down, putting together supplies, serving snacks, and meeting great kids are all parts of these
programs. Sign up now to be a part of the team. You'll be notified when we have these events so you
get a chance to see a child’s face light up as he or she drives her first nail or puts on her brand new
Victorian style hat.
